Welcome to Spanish I. This is an intermediate class for students with some prior language experience. This year we will seek to continue to develop the five language skills: listening, speaking, reading, writing, and culture. The aim of the class is to prepare students to communicate effectively in written and spoken Spanish on a variety of topics related to themselves, their personal experiences, and everyday situations one might encounter in a Spanish-speaking environment. 

Communicative objectives will include: socializing and greeting, giving and getting autobiographical information, expressing interest and surprise, talking about past, present and future plans, expressing likes and dislikes, making and understanding descriptions, recounting a series of events or recent experiences, discussing daily activities, giving advice and instructions, making requests, etc. Most class activities will be in Spanish.

· *Spanish/English dictionary is encouraged but not required

Grading:

· Participation: 25%

· Homework/ Classwork: 25%

· Quizzes: 20%

· Tests: 20% 
· Projects/Journals: 10%

· DO NOT use online translators – no credit will be given for an assignment that was completed using an online translator

· Participate, pay attention, and do as you’re instructed during class

· Raise your hand IF: 

· you have a question or if you’d like help

· you’d like to answer a question

· you need to leave your seat

· you have a problem that needs to be addressed

· No food or drink allowed in class

· Take thorough class notes and keep your notebook organized. You will be responsible for anything I write on the board, things discussed in class, and handouts that I give you

· If you miss class it is your responsibility to get any handouts or notes from that day. If you miss a quiz or test, you will be allowed to make it up at a later time (during a free period, after school, etc.)

***TECHNOLOGY:

· Phones/tablets must be turned off and kept in your pocket at all times in my classroom.

· Students will only be allowed to us such devices in my classroom when instructed to do so. 
· If such device disrupts a student’s learning or the learning of the class, the device will be confiscated and turned in to the main office.
